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The Young Theatre (at Beaconsfield) was founded
in 1970 with the following aims:

To stimulate an interest in the theatre amongst
young people

To encourage and develop that interest by
providing as many facilities as possible for a
practical training and active participation in a
wide range of theatrical activities

To establish and maintain, by united effort, a
high standard of performance and presentation
in all group productions

The Young Theatre is fairly unique in that the group
is run and administrated by the membership. There
is a network of mentors and advisers who guide
and support; but essentially the group is self-
determining.

The Young Theatre perform thrice yearly at The
Curzon Centre in January, Aprii and July.
Productions have ranges from Dickens to Priestley
and from Toad of Toad Hall to The Merchant of
Venice.

In addition the group frequently enters local
festivals and occasionally puts together a Summer
Project. These projects have been as diverse as
going to The Edinburgh Fringe Festival and small
scale studio productions. In 2004 we became
British One Act Play Champions with Ball Boys, by
David Edgar

The Young Theatre (at Beaconsfield) meets on Sunday
afternoons between 2pm and 5.30pm at The Curzon Centre,
Maxwell Road, Beaconsfield from early September to late July.
Members who are either technical or administrative are not
required to attend every session, only as required.

We have two levels of membership. Full Members, who join for
the whole year and Associate Members, who join for not more
than four months at a time.

Young Theatre provides the means for young people to run and
manage their own lives. If you have a yen for business then we
provide a support mechanism whereby you can learn through
doing everything from financial planning to marketing.

If you are interested in the more technical and design side of
theatre then you are given full responsibility from design to
implementation for every aspect of theatre performance from
wardrobe to lighting.
